1. The Andy Parr Memorial Scholarship

Award(s) in this category are made in memory of Andy Parr, former Chapter Chairman, professional colleague and friend to many within the security industry. This award may be provided in one lump sum of $500  or be divided at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee. All awards in this category will be matched (up to $500 total) by the ASIS Foundation. This award will be made to students who major in the field of Criminal Justice or Security Management who have completed a minimum of 12 credit hours in their field of study. The awardee need not, and many times is not; a Chapter member.

2. The CONASIS Security Practitioner Scholarship

Award(s) in this category are made to security practitioners who are either full or part-time students in any field of study. This award may be provided in one lump sum of $500 or be divided at the discretion of the Scholarship Committee. The Committee will entertain applications for specific programs such as the Security Executive Course at the Wharton School of Business. To be eligible for this award you must be a Chapter member and the desired class/course must pertain to security issues.
